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Admissions Policy for Ysgol Calon Lân
1. Introduction
Ysgol Calon Lân is a specialist educational setting for learners with Additional Learning Needs (ALN) between the ages of 3 and 19, operating under the framework of the Additional Learning Needs and Education Tribunal (Wales) Act 20 The current provision is delivered across three sites: Tŷ Clase supports learners aged 3 to 16 with severe learning difficulties; Tŷ Dyfatty supports learners aged 3 to 19 with complex and profound learning difficulties; and Tŷ Penlan supports learners aged 16 to 19 with severe learning difficulties18 (ALNET Act) and Swansea Council’s school admissions procedures. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]There is no designated catchment area for the school and pupils attend from all across the City & County of Swansea. The current provision is delivered across three sites: Tŷ Clase supports learners aged 3 to 16 with severe learning difficulties; Tŷ Dyfatty supports learners aged 3 to 19 with complex and profound learning difficulties; and Tŷ Penlan supports learners aged 16 to 19 with severe learning difficulties We are committed to providing inclusive, equitable, and high-quality education tailored to each learner’s needs.
2. Legal and Local Framework

3. Aims
- To ensure fair and transparent admissions for learners with ALN.
- To match learners with appropriate educational provision.
- To collaborate with families, professionals, and Swansea Council.
- To uphold the rights of children and young people.
4. Eligibility Criteria
Admission is considered for learners who:
- Have an Individual Development Plan (IDP) or a Statement of Special Educational Needs.
- Are referred by Swansea Council’s ALN panel or placement team.
- Require specialist provision not available in mainstream schools.
- Would benefit from the specific expertise and resources at [School Name].
5. Admissions Process
Admissions to Ysgol Calon Lân are determined by a multi agency panel held by the City & County of Swansea’s ALN department.  This panel consists of council officers, headteachers, specialist teachers, ALNCOs, educational psychologists. Once agreement is made at the panel meeting school and parents would be contacted by the council and transition arrangements will begin.
6. Admissions Meeting
In the school term prior to their entry (or as soon as possible), a formal admissions meeting will be held in school. Those invited to this meeting will include: 
· The parent(s) or carer(s)
· Assistant Headteacher
· Prospective teacher
· Any professionals who are currently working with the learner – eg school nurse, social worker, teacher in current school etc
The purpose of the meeting is to share information about the child’s needs. 
7. Appeals
Parents/carers may appeal decisions through the Special Educational Needs Tribunal for Wales (SENTW) if they disagree with the placement decision.
8. Equal Opportunities
Ysgol Calon Lân does not discriminate based on race, gender, disability, religion, or socio-economic status. We are committed to fostering diversity and inclusion.
9. Review
This policy is reviewed annually or in response to changes in legislation or Swansea Council guidance.
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
